all who participate.” He shared, “Words are not peace. Thoughts
are not peace. Plans are not peace. Peace is fundamental to all
faiths, all religions, all spirituality.”

During the past 50 years, the Dances have spread throughout
the world, touching more than a half million people in North and
South America, Europe, the former Soviet Union, Japan, India,
Pakistan, Australia, New Zealand, South Africa, the Middle East
and more each year.

Lewis was inspired by two primary teachers — Hazrat Inayat
Khan, his Indian Sufi teacher, and Ruth St. Denis, a pioneer in the
modern dance movement in the west. Khan shared, “The religious
channel in Sufism exists in order to gather together the followers
of different religions in the understanding of the one truth
behind them, so that they may hold in respect — all the teachers
of humanity.”
